JTHUS:

1. In accordance with the City Code, abandoned wells/cisterns are
not to be left uncovered; but shall be backfilled and capped
as follows: .

2. The casing is to be thoroughly filled with one of the following:

a. Cement and clean sand, by a ratio of three sacks of cement
to one cubic yard of sand.

b. Cement and alluvium having little or no sand, by a ratio of
three sacks of cement to one cubic yard of alluvium.

¢. Clean, well puddled mud, such as rotary or bentonite.

3. Pour a cap in place per the dimensions and method shown, by
one of the following:

a. Concrete; consisting of cement, sand and rock by a
1:3:4 ratio, respectively.
b. Transit-mix concrete; 2000 psi ultimate compressive,
strength at 28 days.
